First Sunday of Advent
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HOPEFUL EXPECTATION
Our liturgical year begins with the season of Advent—a
time of hopeful expectation of the coming of the Lord. On
the First Sunday of Advent we look forward to the end of
time when we will awaken to the dawn of Christ’s new day.
Today we hear Isaiah speak of a day when God’s power will
have brought universal peace and God’s Word will have
instructed all people, radiating God’s “light” (teachings)
into all of human society.
